1. The Judges’ decision is final.  

2. The Committee accepts no responsibility for any accidents to 

competitors, ponies, vehicles or spectators at the show. Spectators 

and exhibitors attend the show at their own risk. Exhibitors and 

spectators are requested to make themselves aware of and 

comply with the safety regulations. Children must be always 

supervised.  

3. Any objection to an exhibit must be lodged with the Secretary in 

writing with the fully name and address of the objector with a 

deposit of £20.00 within thirty minutes of the class being judged. 

The fee will be returned if the objection is sustained, but if the 

objection is not sustained the deposit will be forfeited to the funds 

of the Show.  

4. Any animal shown in the Brood Mare class must have a live foal in 

the current year or a Veterinary certificate to that effect must be 

produced to the Secretary.  

5. All cups and trophies are to be held for one year only and MUST 

be returned one month prior to the next show. Prize money not 

collected on show day will be forfeited. Cups will have to be signed 

for with the Show Secretary.  

6. If any competitor dismounts or falls off whilst in the ring, they will 

not be allowed to remount and will be asked to leave the ring 

immediately.  

7. Competitors must wear a hard hat to current British Standard when 

mounted anywhere on the show field.  

8. Competitors must comply with the rules set out by the South West 

Pony Association. 

9. Riders must be 12 years or over on 1st January in the current year 

to ride any stallion not exceeding 137.2cms (13.2hh) or small 

breeds stallion. Riders must be 14 years or over on 1st January in 

the current year to ride any stallion exceeding 137.2cms (13.2hh) 

or large breeds stallion.  

10. All competitors are expected to present themselves for judging at 

the correct time.  

11. The Committee reserve the right to cancel the show at short notice 

in the event of bad weather conditions or unforeseen 

circumstances.   

12. The Committee reserve the right to refuse entry without any 

reason being given and if necessary to alter or cancel any class at 

any time.
